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Bridging the Gap between Engineering and Public Policy: A Closer
Look at the WISE Program

For many engineering students with an interest in government, getting involved in public pol-

icy may seem out of reach. Thatdéds where the W SE pr
ternships for Students of Engineering (WISE) program helps engineering students understand
how they can be involved in todayds public policy i

science and engineering topics being debated on Capitol Hill.

Since its inception in 1980, ASME has been one of the sponsors of the WISE program, a unique intern-

ship held annually in Washington, D.C. The nine -week summer program allows interns to examine the
intersection of technology and public policy. Each year, ten to fifteen engineering students are selected

from a pool of nationally competitive applicants to participate in the program. ASME sponsors one to

two interns per year.

The 2008 WISE Interns consisted of a group of eleven highly regarded third and fourth year under-

graduate engineering students. They were sponsored by seven technical societies: ASME; IEEE -USA;
SAE International; AIChE; American Society of Heating, Refrigerating, and Air - Conditioning Engineers
(ASHRAE); American Nuclear Society (ANS), and ASTM International.

The WISE program allows interns to experience a hands -on application of this rela
Throughout the program, students interact with leaders in the Congress and the Administration, indus-

try, and prominent non  -governmental organizations on a regular basis. By the end of the program, the

students have gained an understanding of how government officials make decisions on complex tech-

nological issues and how engineers can contribute to legislative and regulatory public policy decisions.

Over the summer, each intern produces a policy paper on a topic of their choosing that is relevant to

his or her sponsoring society. The research paper is then submitted to the online WISE Journal of Engi-
neering & Public Policy . The interns also present their findings at a briefing on Capitol Hill at the conclu-

sion of the program.

This year, Marc Santos served as ASMEG6s 2008 WISE Interr
when he saw a flyer posted at his college, the University of Massachusetts Amherst. He thought the

program would present the perfect opportunity to pursue both his interest in public policy and passion

for engineering. After graduating cum laude with a Bachelor of Science in Mechanical Engineering in

May, Santos began his summer internship.

Given the fluctuation of oil prices and increased interest in environmentally friendly power technologies

on Capitol Hill, Santos decided to investigate the implications of an emissions "hard" cap on the current

U.S. electricity portfolio. In his analysis, he also considered what technologies were currently available

to transition this portfolio to cleaner energy. Throughout the summer, Santos observed a disconnect

between the technology being developed and the current legislation. He felt this was due in large part

to the lack of legislators with technological backgrounds. Of the 535 voting members of the United

States Congress, less than thirty or six percent have a technical background.

An internds participation in the W SE program often has
2007 survey conducted by ASME, a majority of the thirty -four former ASME WISE interns reported that
the experience has had an impact on their long -term career, with a couple of former interns even run-

ning for public office in their local governments.

December 31, 2008 is the application deadline for the 2009 WISE program, which will be held in the

Summer of 2009. Applications will be accepted from September 1, 2008 -December 31, 2008. Candi-
dates will be notified of acceptance by early March 2009. The WISE program is a great opportunity for

mechanical engineering students to explore their diverse interests while still being able to flex their en-

gineering muscle. ASME encourages all interested third and fourth year engineering students to apply.
