Speaker: Dr. Gary L. Doll - Research Scientist — The Timken Company

It is a long-term goal to design and operate asrospace
mechanical systems without the need for re-circulating
lubrication systems.

Gary Doll received his BS degree in physics from Marshall University, and his M3 and Ph.D. degrees from the
University of Kentucky. His graduate work was on the opfical and structural properties of graphite intercalation
compounds. As a postdoctoral fellow in physics at MIT, he worked on carbon fibers and composites, horon
nitride thin films, and copper oxide based superconductors. In 1989, he joined GM Resesarch Laboratories as a
staff scientist in the physics department where he performed research on a wide range of matenals, including
diamond films, fullerenes, rare earth maagnets, boron nitride, -V semiconductors, copper oxides, and carbon
fibers. His work on boron nitride coatings led to the establishment of an engineerad surfaces group to service the
ribological coatings neesds of GM's automofive, aesrospace, and components divisions. In 1998, he joined
Timken Research as a 3r. Research Specialist and continued fo work in the area of surface engineering. In
2002, Dr. Doll was promoted o the position of Scientist in Materials Technology. His work in surface engineering
at Timken provided the technology hasis on which Timken established the Engineered Surfaces Business, wherg
Or. Daoll functions as the technical director. Dr. Doll is recognized as one of the leading expens in the field of
surface engineering, served on the American Vacuum Society surface engineering advisory board, and is
currently the chair of the STLE Surface Enginesring Technical Commitiee. He has organized surface
engineering symposia for the TMS, ASM, STLE, and MRS societies, received over 20 US patents, and authored
more than 100 publications in archival books and iournals.

Most engineers will at some point in their careers assume a management role (e.g., as a
project manager or team leader) or consider a move into a full-time management position. The
change in role is usually quick to occur but in few cases has there been any preparation to assist in a
smooth transition. As a result most engineers are not aware of what being a new manager is all about
before it’s thrust upon them. Would you be ready for the change? What should you really expect?

What are the critical things you need to know as a new manager?

This session will be a practical look at some of the key elements in preparing for a successful
transition from technical professional to manager. As opposed to being a “How To Manage” session,
the speaker will relate lessons he has learned as he crossed over into management and assumed
increasingly responsible management positions. He will share lessons from his personal experiences
that have enhanced his effectiveness and the “little things” that can assist the attendee in becoming an
effective manager — be it as a project manager, team leader or as a full-time manager in a supervisory
position.
