Dr. Tom Landers is a graduate of Texas Tech Uniyergarning his Ph.D. in Industrial
Engineering in 1985. He has extensive experienchbvierse industries such as aerospace, automotive,
electronics and renewable energy. In addition las Ipracticed engineering in research and
development, manufacturing and logistics and hasaged varied functional areas including
manufacturing, procurement, quality, and warrardy. Landers has worked for leading organizations
including the U. S. Air Force, Texas Instrumentsy &rnest & Young, and has consulted to over 40
private and public sector organizations. His indional business experience includes one of tisé fir
international aircraft co-production programs (Ffihter) and cooperation with Japanese automakers
in one of the earliest just-in-time and total quyalitiatives in the United States.

Dr. Landers joined the University of Arkansas’ Depeent of Industrial Engineering in 1985 as an stasit professor and
was promoted to full professor in 1993. Theredreived several teaching and research awards ingltige Phillips Petroleum
Award and the Texas Instruments Award. He has dpeel nationally recognized academic programs asasehe engineering
textbook _Electronics Manufacturing ProcesgBsentice-Hall, 1994). From 1995 to 1998 he serasdCo-Director of The
Logistics Institute, an NSF industry/university peoative research center operated jointly with Geomstitute of Technology.
In 1998 he joined the University of Oklahoma as MoR. Pitman Professor and Director of the Scloddhdustrial Engineering.
In 2001 Dr. Landers became the College of Engingé&iAssociate Dean for Research and Graduate &3tuttien later became
Dean and AT&T Chair in October 2005.

While at OU, Dr. Landers founded four multi-campared interdisciplinary research centers: (a) In&itior Oklahoma
Technology Applications (IOTA), (b) Center for Aiedt and Systems/Support Infrastructure (CASI), @klahoma
Transportation Center (OTC), and (4) Center for ikegring Logistics and Distribution (CELDi). Hixpertise and research
interests are in military and industrial logistisgstems including supply chain management (handliragking and security
systems) and systems reliability (estimation andeting).
