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About Distinguished Lecturer Charles A. Amann

Mr. Amann is Principal Engineer of KAB Engineering, where he conducts studies of automotive engines and their
energy sources. He retired from a 42-year career at the General Motors Research Laboratories as Research Fellow.
At General Motors, he worked on the design, development, and analysis of a variety of alternative power plants. For
many years, Mr. Amann headed the Engine Research Department, with responsibility for directing research on spark-
ignition and diesel engine emissions, fuel economy, and exhaust after treatment.

Mr. Amann has written over 60 technical papers and articles, and has been awarded 18 patents. He has been invited
speaker at conferences in Europe and Asia, as well as North America. He has taught engineering courses at Wayne
State University and the Universities of Minnesota and Arizona, and has been a guest lecturer at Michigan State
University for over 20 years.

Mr. Amann is a Life Member of the American Society of Mechanical Engineers, a Fellow of the Society of Automotive
Engineers, a member of the Sigma Xi Scientific Research Society, and has been elected to the National Academy of
Engineering. His honors from ASME include the Richard S. Woodbury Award, the Internal Combustion Engine Award,
and selection as the 1992 Soichiro Honda lecturer. He has twice received the Arch T. Colwell Award for technical
papers from SAE, and in 2001 received its Forest R. McFarland Award. The Institution of Mechanical Engineers has
awarded him the James Clayton Prize.

Mr. Amann graduated from the University of Minnesota in 1946 and earned the M.S.M.E. degree in 1948. In 1991, his
alma mater granted him its Outstanding Achievement Award.

Out-shine the competition by going that extra mile and doing your homework — be able to demonstrate
company knowledge on the following:

Demographics (history, size, culture, etc.)

Products & services offered (core strengths)

Markets (B-to-B or consumer market and target audience)

Competitors (who's the industry leader and why?)

Headlines (know if and why the company has been in the news)
