You, our members, through project teams and focus groups 
that are responsible to parent councils, are doing this work 
together with selected staff. The PMTF is charged by the Board 
of Governors (BOG) to monitor and coordinate these projects 
and make necessary recommendations to the BOG for their 
implementation within the new structure by July 1, 2005
